Now a trustee, he provides web and hosting services to the trust, as well as combining his hobby of adventure racing with an opportunity to further promote the activities of the FCT. He has competed in the Highland Cross completing in a time of  4 hours 30 minutes, and has also competed in the Western Isles Challenge, Edinburgh Rat Race, Original Mountain Marathon (supplying dramatic footage  to the BBC and world media in 2008), Might Deerstalker, and the Seven Hills of Edinburgh. He spent ten years of his life working in the outdoors teaching kayaking and climbing as well as leading expeditions  to South America and Africa. His most exciting trip was to Ecuador when a major Earthquake hit the town he and his group were staying in. Tim Pickering Tim Pickering is a seasoned adventure racer with an enviable adventure racing background. He represented Britain in the Landrover G4 Challenge, a four week global adventure race circumnavigating the world and racing in 4 time zones in 4 different seasons. He placed third in the Edinburgh Rat Run racing with Jeremy Webb. He has guided sea kayaking expedition to the Arctic, has been shipwrecked in the Atlantic and is just co-written a guide book to sea kayaking in the Outer Hebrides. He has been running his own businesses for nearly 20 years and beside continuing his adventures, with three children he is introducing the next generation to the rigors and pleasures of adventure.  Lorna Sherwood The Coast to Coast will be Lorna&rsquo;s first adventure race after having watched from a curious distance for a couple of years. She&rsquo;s dabbled in running before &ndash; completing the Loch Ness Marathon in 2005 as well as a number of 10k and half marathons races. She took up sea kayaking since moving back to Scotland 2 years ago and being drawn into the club committee within a month and now enjoys taking on the wind and waves when she gets the chance. She hopes to gain from the experience Jeremy and Tim have behind them and hopes that training as hard as Jeremy will see her breeze through with a whole extra day to complete the race.
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
